Pinellaz voters OK
county library plan

CLEARWATER - Voters in unincor-
porated Pinellas County approved a
library cooperative plan by nearly
a2 3-1 margin March 28.

The vote means that reszdents in

unincorporated areas will begin
paying a library property tax late
this year. In ‘exchange, they will
get library privileges in all Pin-
ellas cities except Clearwater.
The tax is expected to average a-
bout $19 a year, the cost of one
hardback best seller.

More than 70 percent of the
11,695 pecople who voted said yes to
the -library cooperative plan, which
will join 12 of the county's 13
municipal libraries and generate an
additional $3 million a year for
their budgets. The.vote was 8,225
to 3,470.

A nissed opportunity?

If you work in a library, it is
very possible you have some records
management responsibilities. Do
you maintain a collection of inter-

-official copy of the policy and

procedures manual, or store working
papers from corporate projects?

All of these are records man-
agement activities. Records man-
agement literature distinguishes

Universities nppnse

TAMPA ~ Officials at Florida's

universities are distraught over a
report recommending_that a proposed
_comm1531on be given control of the
school's computerlzed library net-
work.

Released by the Senate govern-
ment operations committee, the
report advocates that tle Florida
Commission for Library Automation
take over the Florida Center for
Library Automation, which is based
the UnlverSLty of Flerida.

It is an economlcal way to
preserve: 1nformat10n threatened
by brittle paper, fading ink or-
heavy use. Information securlty
is enhanced by conversion to '
microfilm. An:intruder  -would

- find it more difficult to surrep-

titiously scan a roll of film

- than to flip through pages of a

file or book. Also, using a
worklng copy and storing the ori-
ginal in a remote place will pro-
tect vital information from flre,
water, and other disasters.

- Disadvantages. Microfilm is
not without drawbacks. Micro-
